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How to Craft an Effective Letter to Your Legislators

One way to break through the onslaught of daily emails and regular typed correspondence received by the staff of your legislators is to take the time and write a handwritten letter. It not only shows that you took the time but in this electronic age - a handwritten letter stands out.
Helpful Points to Keep in Mind

· Stay on message – mention the Oregon Better Health Act by name and its bill number – 

SB 27. “The Oregon Better Health Act is a long-term sustainable solution to Oregon’s health care crisis”.

· Tell them you live in their district. Make mention if you are a senior, a small business owner, a worker without health care, or a concerned citizen.

· Share your concern or your personal experience. Personalizing one’s message is always useful.

· Explain to them why The Oregon Better Health Act is the sustainable solution to address Oregon’s health care crisis. 

· Ask your legislator what their position is on The Oregon Better Health Act. 

· Mention that although there are “many competing health care bills that have been introduced this session” – you want them to support the principles behind The Oregon Better Health Act.

· Make sure your name and address is legible and enclosed in your letter
